A BUDGET THAT DELIVERS FOR YOU,  
YOUR FAMILY AND OUR COMMUNITY

As you now know, the state budget was passed and has been signed by Gov. 
Josh Shapiro. This bipartisan spending plan has good things in it for Allegheny

NEC DAY IN PA
I am honored to have sponsored a resolution recognizing May 17, 2024, as 
Necrotizing Enterocolitis Day in Pennsylvania, which the House adopted this 
legislative session. This disease, also known as NEC, is the most common cause of 
death in hospitalized premature infants after two weeks of age.

One of my own constituents, Cash Owen Finegan, lived for 68 brave days before 
succumbing to NEC complications. This heartbreaking story moved me to take 
action. My resolution emphasized the importance of recognizing this terrible disease 
and creating awareness about it. His family joined me at the state Capitol on the 
day the resolution was adopted.

You may qualify for the 
expanded Property Tax/Rent 
Rebate Program, which aims to 
assist seniors and individuals 
with disabilities stay in their 
homes by providing rebates 
on property tax or rent paid 
in 2023. With the expanded 
program, approximately 175,000 
more individuals are now 
eligible for a rebate.
This program benefits 
Pennsylvanians 65 or older, 
widows or widowers 50 or older, 
and adults with disabilities 18 
or older. The maximum income 
to qualify is $45,000 a year; the 
maximum standard rebate has 
been increased to $1,000.
This program is designed 
to account for cost-of-living 
increases in the coming years 
to ensure that seniors remain 
eligible, even with modest raises 
in Social Security benefits.
Online applications can be 
found on the Pennsylvania 
Department of Revenue’s 
website, or my team and I would 
be happy to help you apply at 
my district office. The deadline 
for applications is Dec. 31, 
2024. Don’t wait – the earlier 
you apply, the sooner you will 
receive your rebate.

HELPING PUT

IN SENIORS’ 

POCKETS

It’s an honor to be the majority chairman of the House Liquor Control Committee. This committee deals with legislation 
addressing the production and sale of alcohol in Pennsylvania through the Liquor Code. I’d like to highlight some legislation that 
Gov. Shapiro signed into law that will make a positive impact on the state’s alcohol industry: 

House Bill 829 (Act 57 of 2024) marks 
a significant step toward enhancing the 
overall hospitality experience. The law 
provides bars with more flexibility by 
extending happy hour service from 14 
hours per week to 24 hours per week. 
It also makes permanent the flexible 
outdoor seating provisions adopted 
during the COVID-19 pandemic. 
Additionally, the law establishes a 
Distilled Spirits Industry Promotion 
Board to support the growth and 
potential of the Pennsylvania Distilling 
Industry.

Senate Bill 688 (Act 86 of 2024) 
will allow retailers like grocery and 
convenience stores to sell ready-to-
drink (RTD) beverages, also known as 
canned cocktails. This move will provide 
more choices to consumers while 
supporting local businesses. 

These developments reflect our ongoing 
commitment to nurturing a thriving and 
diverse alcohol industry in Pennsylvania. 
I am excited about the positive impact 
these changes will bring and look forward 
to seeing the continued success of the 
industry in our state.

I joined Gov. Shapiro at the ceremonial 
bill signing of two liquor bills, Act 49 of 
2023 and Act 45 of 2023, which will help 
streamline liquor license approvals, provide 
businesses with license conversion where 
needed, classify qualifying businesses as 
public venues that will support economic 
development in our communities, and 
create a task force to look at solutions to 
problematic liquor business ventures.

I attended the grand opening of the new, state-of-the-art Fine Wine and Good Spirits store in 
Scott Township, which relocated to 1900 Greentree Road. I was joined by state Sen. Wayne 
Fontana and officials from the Liquor Control Board, Scott Township and store employees.

TAKING THE PLEDGE AGAINST DOMESTIC VIOLENCE 
In April, I introduced a resolution to recognize April 22-27, 2024 as National Crime Victims’ Rights Week in Pennsylvania.

One in three women face domestic violence, with more than half killed by a current 
or former intimate partner. The week called us all to find out how we can help crime 
victims and be prepared if someone confides in us.
