Legislation to assist law enforcement across the state of PA

On November 18th, Gov. Josh Shapiro signed into law my legislation, H.B. 2426, to ban license plate
flipping devices in Pennsylvania. These devices can be used to conceal a license plate, modify

its appearance, or switch one license plate to another. Drivers can use these devices to evade
identification for purposes such as avoiding tolls, reckless driving, or even more nefarious

criminal activity.

“There are currently many ambiguities in our state law that allow individuals to use these devices as
loopholes to get out of making payments they owe. The City of Philadelphia recently took action on this
issue by prohibiting these devices in the city, and now it's time for the entire state of Pennsylvania to
follow suit.

This bill was similar to the one introduced by Philadelphia Councilman Mike Driscoll and passed by City
Council earlier this year. “Tag-flipping devices belong in a James Bond movie, not on our city's streets,”
said Driscoll. “Their recent proliferation is a symptom of the sense of lawlessness that's pervaded our city
and detracted from the quality of life of Philadelphians.”

Beginning May 7, 2025, Pennsylvanians will need a REAL ID-
compliant license/identification card, or another form of federally
acceptable identification (such as a valid passport or military ID) to:

Board domestic commercial flights.
Enter a military base.
Enter a federal facility that requires ID at the door.
