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Pennsylvania’s Low-Income Home Energy Assistance
Program (LIHEAP) is still accepting applications to

Assistance is available for both renters and homeowners.

Older and disabled Pennsylvanians can now apply for the Property
Tax/Rent Rebate Program. Remember, you can now use an online
filing option via www.mypath.pa.gov to electronically submit your
application. You can also contact my office to get your Property
Tax/Rent Rebate Program instruction booklet to learn which
information you’ll need.

The rebate program benefits eligible Pennsylvanians age 65 and
older; widows and widowers age 50 and older; and people with
disabilities age 18 and older. The income limit is $35,000 a year for
homeowners and $15,000 annually for renters, and half of Social
Security income is excluded. Spouses, personal representatives, or
estates may also file rebate claims on behalf of claimants who lived
at least one day in 2021 and meet all other eligibility criteria.

If you need additional assistance with completing
or submitting your form, please contact my office and set up an
appointment by calling (215) 952-3378.
