As chairman of the House Appropriations Committee, | worked hard to deliver a
state budget that continues the promise of getting resources where they should
be and leveling the playing field for all Pennsylvanians, especially with education.

This fight for fairness is about the future of our young people, our most valuable
assets. Every child deserves the same chance to navigate a successful future.

In the 2024-2025 state budget, the School District of Philadelphia will see $231
million more in new state dollars, for a total of $1.93 billion in state funding.

Beyond education, the new budget increases funding for programs that

will strengthen housing and social services programs, strengthen workforce
development, encourage industry innovation, expand ‘shovel-ready’ sites

to attract new and expanding businesses, and bolster projects to continue
revitalizing our downtown centers. That means a better trained workforce, more
jobs and more commercial activity to stimulate our local economy.

Most importantly, the new budget includes no new taxes, keeping more money in
your pocket.

Don’t Wait for Your Properfy Tax/Rent Rebate s~

To ensure as many Pennsylvanians as possible receive the property tax
and rent relief they are entitled to, the deadline for older adults and
people with permanent disabilities to apply for rebates on rent and
property taxes paid in 2023 has been extended to Dec. 31.

My office helps hundreds of people apply for this program each year.

Rebates range from $380 to $1,000 depending on income. The maximum
household income is increased from previous years to $45,000 for tax
year 2023 thanks to legislation | voted for last year. Only half of Social
Security income is counted toward the $45,000 income cap.

Application booklets are available at my office. We also offer in-person
assistance in completing and submitting the application. Please call my
office to set up an appointment.
