It's been a big year for advancing legislation.
On July 17, Governor Shapiro signed Act 75 of
2024 into law. This is legislation | introduced,
which will enhance the quality of care provided
in nursing homes across the Commonwealth
by fostering better communication and
collaboration between the Pennsylvania
Department of Health and nursing home staff.
It will improve the Health Care Facilities Act to
require annual meetings so that the Department
of Health and nursing home staff can discuss
survey results, trends, and best practices. The
new law is a step toward greater transparency
and improving the well-being of over 60,000
seniors.

POSTPARTUM DEPRESSION
LEGISLATION

One in seven women will struggle with
postpartum depression, which can interfere with
their ability to care for their baby, themselves,
and other family members. That's why early
detection is crucial for new mothers. The House
UNANIMOUSLY voted for H.B. 2127, which |
co-sponsored. This bill would ensure that every
mother receives proper screening and the
support she needs during this vulnerable period.

service providers (H.B.s 1192, 1193, 1194, 1195), remove
unnecessary admitting barriers for abortion providers

(H.B. 2517), and codify abortion as necessary emergency
care (H.B. 2465).
