Pennsylvania’s prescription drug programs for seniors (PACE and PACENET) offer critical support and
access to vital medications. When Social Security cost-of-living increases occur, some older residents
discover they exceed income eligibility thresholds and are no longer eligible for these programs.

In December | voted for legislation, now law, that will allow these seniors to retain their benefits despite their
Social Security COLA.

FOR DELCO SENIORS!

The Property Tax/Rent Rebate Program
provides income-eligible senior citizens 65
and older, widows and widowers 50 and
older and people with permanent disabilities
a rebate on the property taxes or rent they
paid in the previous year.

I’'m pleased to report that the program

is now expanded in 2024 to include

more people in our community, thanks to
legislation | co-sponsored and voted for

in June. The new law raises the income
eligibility limit for both homeowners and
renters to $45,000 and raises the maximum
rebate to $1,000, allowing more seniors to
stay in their homes and afford their basic
necessities.

FIGHTING FOR HIGH QUALITY SCHOOLS

Pennsylvania’s historically flawed and inequitable g
school funding formula has resulted in a decades long = =
underfunding of many schools across the state — with
some of the most underfunded right here in Delaware
County.

The Commonwealth Court in its February 2023 ruling
confirmed my position and ordered the legislature to
fix it. Since taking office | have fought in the legislature
and worked alongside our local schools to have the
state fix this inadequate and unfair system and provide
equitable resources for our children.

In June | voted for the largest basic education funding
increase ($717 million new dollars) in Pennsylvania
history as a down payment on righting the wrong.

| continued this fight month after month and am happy to report that the House and Senate in December voted to
provide $175 million in funding for school facility improvements, a major priority of mine that represents a significant
investment and critical step toward ensuring that every Pennsylvania school is a safe learning environment for our
children and educators.

Also in December, we sent to Gov. Shapiro a Student Teacher Stipend Program to help address our teacher
shortage by providing up to $15,000 for aspiring teachers during their student teaching semesters, as well as a
$2,500 stipend for cooperating teachers who agree to mentor student teachers. The full-time nature of student
teaching limits college students’ ability to earn income during their teaching semester due to the time requirements
of this obligatory, unpaid internship. | fought for this program to be signed into law, and | am very pleased to see it
finally cross the finish line.

Meeting with students and educators during the Penn On the first stop of a statewide tour, I joined fellow

Wood High School tour and public hearing. lawmakers on a visit to South Philadelphia High and
witnessed the very real crumbling school infrastructure
in the city — where six school buildings closed for
asbestos contamination during the 2022-23 school year.

SECOND CHANCES WITH CLEAN SLATE

Clean Slate laws unlock housing, financial and employment opportunities by giving people a second chance through
automated record-clearing. In December, the House and Senate passed and Gov. Shapiro signed into law Clean
Slate 3.0 legislation (H.B. 689), which now gives businesses across the state access to a larger pool of the qualified
workers they need to thrive and contribute to the economic stability of the communities in which they operate by
expanding the list of non-violent offenses eligible for record-sealing. | am planning two seminars this year dealing
with legal aid and record expungement.
