LEGISLATIVE & LEADERSHIP HELP NEEDED

Local Services Tax Rate

When Johnstown had the good fortune of leaving Act 47 Distress status, PA code requires its
local services tax (LST) be reduced from $3per person/week, to $1, which will result in a 6%
total budget decrease. Johnstown requests the same legislative treatment that Harrisburg
and Scranton got, to continue the same $3 LST through this year’s PA tax code bill, or obtain
other relief to cover this $900,000 annual budget hole and devote the funding exclusively to
police and fire first responders.

U.S. HUD Choice
Neighborhood
Planning Grant

Johnstown has 1,900 HUD public housing and voucher supported units which include several
obsolete complexes. Johnstown is now seeking a $500,000 U.S. HUD Choice Neighborhood
Planning Grant that will create a “Transformation Plan” for the most problematic complexes,
and set Johnstown up for as much as $50 million in HUD implementation grant funding.
Johnstown asks for Governor Shapiro’s support to HUD on this pending application.
