IMPLOSION IN SPRINGDALE

In June, | heard from Springdale Borough residents after the implosion at the Cheswick Generating Station. As debris from
the implosion spread from Springdale to other communities in the Allegheny Valley, residents reported their environmental
concerns to me, prompting me to contact the Department of Environmental Protection. Residents’ safety is one of my utmost
concerns. If you have any concerns about debris from the implosion, contact DEP at (866) 255-5158.

Since then, DEP issued a fine of $39,100 to the demolition companies for violations of the Solid Waste Management Act.
Update: the implosion of the Cheswick Power Station’s Boiler House Building, originally planned for September, is on hold as

a local judge delayed the implosion until a legal objection to the plan is resolved.
