New Legislative Districts

Every 10 years, following the U.S. Census, the ' LRC Final Plan - 164th State Legislative District
boundaries of Pennsylvania’s state House and Senate 7w~ ¥ W A S R
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districts are redrawn to maintain equal representation
based on population — to ensure that everyone’s vote
counts equally.

Pennsylvania’s state House of Representatives

and Senate districts are drawn by a Legislative
Reapportionment Commission, as required by the
Pennsylvania state constitution. Pennsylvania is divided
into 50 Senate and 203 House of Representatives seats.

The commission consists of five members: the four
caucus floor leaders and a chairman to be selected by
those members or, if they cannot reach agreement, by
the Pennsylvania Supreme Court.

The Pennsylvania constitution requires that districts be
composed of compact and contiguous territory of nearly
equal population. It also stipulates that no county, city,
incorporated town, borough, township or ward should
be divided unless absolutely necessary.

The Legislative Reapportionment Commission voted
to approve final maps (shown here) on February 4,
2022. As of this writing, the state Supreme Court is
hearing challenges to these maps. Once certified by
the court, these new final maps will be used for state

Helping Health Care Workers

Act 2 was signed into law in January 2022. It will deliver

nurses and health care workers across Pennsylvania.

B $100 million will be distributed to hospitals to provide much
needed retention and recruitment funds for direct care staff.

B $110 million will be given to hospitals that provide
behavioral health services, serve a high amount of medical
assistance clients, or are in some of the most rural parts of
the commonwealth, so they too can retain and recruit the
staff they need.

B $15 million to increase the funds available for the Student

Need Help with
Water Bills?

The Low-Income Household Water Assistance
Program (LIHWAP) is a temporary emergency
program to help low-income families pay overdue
water bills.

Crisis grants may be available for situations such
as past-due water bills, termination of service

or danger of having service terminated. Those
eligible could receive one crisis grant for drinking
water service and one crisis grant for wastewater
service, up to $2,500 each.

Home Heating
Assistance Available

The Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Program
helps families pay their heating bills in the form of a cash
grant. Households in immediate danger of being without
heat may also qualify for crisis grants.

The cash grant is a one-time payment sent directly to the
utility company/fuel provider to be credited on your bill.
These grants, which do not have to be repaid, range from
$500 to $1,500 based on household size, income, and
fuel type. You can apply online using COMPASS, or my
office can provide a paper application and help filling it
out.

Property Tax/Rent
Rebate 2021

You can now file your 2021 Property Tax/Rent
Rebate Program application. The rebate program
benefits eligible Pennsylvanians 65 and older;
widows and widowers 50 and older; and people with
disabilities 18 and older. The income limit is $35,000
a year for homeowners and $15,000 annually

for renters, and half of Social Security income is
excluded. The maximum standard rebate is $650,
but supplemental rebates for qualifying homeowners
can boost rebates to $975. My staff is ready and
willing to help you fill out your application!
