Childcare Tax Credit

Pennsylvania’s Child and Dependent
Care Enhancement Tax Credit has
expanded under new legislation
signed by the Governor, offering
substantial support to families with
daycare expenses and those caring
for relatives. This move brings
significant relief to 210,000 families.
The credit now mirrors the federal
one, granting up to $1,050 for one
child or $2,100 for two or more
children, with variations based on
income. Qualifying expenses cover
care for dependent children under
13, incapacitated spouses, or other
dependents meeting specific criteria.
Notably, the credit is refundable,

ensuring eligible taxpayers receive the

full benefit, and utilizing the myPATH
online system simplifies the claiming
process when filing tax returns. This

extension underscores Pennsylvania’s
commitment to bolstering families and

addressing critical needs.

Property Tax/Rent Rebate

For 2024, the income limit for PTRR increased for the first time in
years, so more folks are eligible. | have been at the forefront of working
to make this happen and my team is available to answer questions, and
help you apply online so you can get your rebate as soon as possible.
Call to make an appointment with my team to apply now!

If you have never applied before, please reach out to find out if you are
now eligible.

And remember — if you live in North Penn School District, once you get
your state rebate, my team can help get you more money back from
your school taxes, too!

Bringing Money Back to Our District

In 2023, | worked hard to bring millions of dollars back to the district for crucial
infrastructure projects, to support veterans groups, and more. In 2024, I'm
already meeting with local groups to discuss where | can help bring more
money back, and | look forward to highlighting these needs to my colleagues
in Harrisburg to make sure we get our fair share of funding.

- | was thrilled to announce a total of $5.4 million for critical infrastructure
upgrades to our local sewer and water systems in Lansdale, Franconia,
Hatfield, Montgomery, and Telford. We have seen other local municipalities
struggle to keep up with maintenance and repairs on their systems, and
this funding is so vital to keeping our basic infrastructure working and
keeping our utility bills low.
