ECONOMIC IMPROVEMENT

PA can no longer afford to sit idle. During the last 15 years,
almost all of them under GOP control, we have been passed
by our neighboring states. I've introduced a pair of bills that
will position PA to attract better jobs, better companies and a
better future — for all of us.
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@ Keystone Investstructure Fund: Improves PA’s roads,
bridges, housing and real estate through partnerships
with investment firms, requiring their double match on
state dollars.

| also voted to expand the program, making rebates available for an
estimated 175,000+ people. These rebates allow seniors, widows
and widowers the ability to receive money back on the property
taxes and rent they paid the year before.

We went a step further in 2024, creating the LIFE Program,
because seniors have spent a lifetime making their homes and our
hometowns better — seniors should be afforded the opportunity
to stay in their homes longer. The LIFE Program delivers medical
and support services to keep seniors in their homes.

Seniors deserve that right, and studies show it is less expensive
to provide home-based care than relocating patients to long-
term care.
