I’m proud to share that not only did we pass a comprehensive
and bipartisan budget this summer, but two of my legislative
initiatives were folded into the budget plan.

This budget invests historic funding in education — a $1.3
billion increase — that helps every kid in every school and
begins to meet our moral, constitutional, and legal obligation
to our kids, schools, parents and taxpayers — and it does so
without a tax increase.
